Senior Budget
Make-up Assignment

On your own notebook paper, make a list of all the things you want to do or have during your senior year that cost money.  Below is a list of things to help you brainstorm, the prices listed for all college items (application, tests, etc.) are current amounts for this year.  All of the prices for dances and school events are last year’s amounts and may change this year, but you can use them as an estimate.  The numbers to the left of the event/item is the number of the month when it will likely be purchased. The month is only important if you decide you want to actually use this budget as a plan for this year.  Writing the budget in order is helpful in real life because it makes it easier to plan month by month.  For this assignment the list doesn’t have to be in order.  

When you are finished, add up a total at the bottom. 

Then, divide the total by 10 (there are 10 months between now and June), write the number under the total and label it “monthly savings”.  That is the amount you would need to save each month in order to afford all the things on your list.

Do not let the amount freak you out.  Doing a budget can be depressing because the total can seem overwhelming, but knowledge is power and you’ll end up being able to have more of the things you want if you plan ahead for them. We will be talking about ways to save money, prioritize the things you want, etc. in class.  Think of this as a wish list and focus on the monthly amount, no one can come up with the total amount all at once.
